We are told that fabrics suitable for teens are most welcome, as most people first think of little kids when doing a project like this.

The two requirements are:
WASH YOUR FABRIC!!!
PUT THE FINISHED PILLOW CASE IN A QUART SIZED ZIP-LOC BAG
(Washing gets the sizing and other nasty stuff out of it for patients whose immune systems are compromised by chemotherapy, etc.  So PLEASE take the time to launder your fabric.)  Directions will be available at the meeting so come and sit and sew!

For those who would like to get a head start on the project (or don’t function well under the quilt-a-thon atmosphere!), here are some links to directions and suggestions.
